This summer in Toronto, it was very hot and humid; almost like the weather in Japan!! 

Nevertheless, I hope everybody had a wonderful summer. Temple activities are going back 

our more regular schedule, beginning with Rally Sunday on September 12th. Last year, our 

Dharma School program had a rest and it is recharged now. From September, weôll be having classes and activities 

for our younger members under a new name, the ñKIDóS SANGHA PROGRAMò. Actually, we adopted this name 

from the Hongwanji as part of their Shinran Shonin 750th commemoration project. A Jodo Shinshu temple should 

be a place where people can gather to enjoy the teachings of the Amida Buddha regardless of their age. Please 

bring your children or grand children to the Kidôs Sangha program. Iôm sure they will have a lot of fun at the 

temple as they become familiar with the Jodo Shinshu Teachings. 

 

      As the Kanji Character of this month, I chose ñ͋ which means right, accurate or truth. This character is 

used very often in Japanese daily conversation, especially, when people talk about judging something such as right 

and wrong or true and false. However when we judge things as right or wrong, what are we basing this on?  

 

     First, in a society, the laws and regulations of a county determine right and wrong. But, if we look back at any 

countryôs history, these laws and regulations were changed and adjusted when it was necessary. They were not 

always the same as they are now. 

 

      Second, morality can be a very important factor when we decide right and wrong.  However, each and every 

culture and race has a different and unique basis for its ethics, so morality, itself, is not universal.  

 

        Last and most commonly, I decide right and wrong based on how I feel at any given time. My judgment is 

naturally affected by my favoritism and emotion, so the result is slightly different each time, depending on the 

situation. 

 
     If our criterion of judgment is compared to a scale, each one of us has a different scale, and I have noticed the 

scale always favours me, even if I have to change the criterion so that it does so. Therefore, Buddhism tells us to 

give up our undependable scales, and switch to Amida Buddhaôs accurate and dependable scale. 

 

Shinran Shoninôs disciple, Yuien stated in Tannisho as Shinran Shonin taught him,  

 

   I know nothing at all of good or evil. For if I could know as thoroughly, as Amida 

Tathagata knows, that an act was good, then I would know good. If I could know 

thoroughly, as the Tathagata knows, that an act was evil, then I would know evil. 

But with a foolish being full of blind passions, in this fleeting world- this burning 

house- all matters without exception are empty and false, totally without truth and 

sincerity. The Nembutsu alone is true and real.  
[Tannisho - A Record in Lament of Divergences, Postscript] 

 

   The Nembutsu, Amida Buddhaôs Teachings shows us what is true and real. We 

Jodo Shinshu Buddhists admit that we are lost ourselves, so we always ask for 

guidance from Amida and he gives us an answer.

Dear Members:   

        In our school we often refer to Amida Buddha as an ñother powerò. Our founder, Shinran Shonin, real-

ized most often something outside of himself was drawing him towards the goal of enlightenment and if left 

to his own devices, he would probably not have maintained the effort to achieve his religious realization. 

After his realization, or Shinjin experience, he saw the world from a mystical perspective in which he had 

always been the object of Amidaôs concern. In a very clear and real sense to him, his salvation was a fore-

gone conclusion. 

      Accepting this as a base for our lives, we find our selves in the rather uncommon situation of having a 

religion that does not ask us to do anything to earn our own salvation. Rather we are to take the sense of 

calm that comes from knowing we are already saved and spend the time that we would normally spend fret-

ting over questions like; ñWhat happens to me after I die?ò thinking about how it is that we should think and 

act while we have the opportunity to experience this physical lifetime into which we have been born. 

       In this way, all the services we attend at the temple and the traditions we maintain in our homes are 

things we do of our own volition. We observe them because this is the way we think human beings should 

act during the time they are here. No pressure is involved, only the simple sense this is what I feel I should 

do. To the person who is observing one of the later home services, say a 13th or 17th Year Memorial Service, 

it is an opportunity to place their loved one in a primary position in their lives once again. It is done with the 

simple heart of; ñThis is what I feel I should do to honour this person and the effect they have had on my 

life.ò 

      As we take the time to examine our lives, we see the notion of an ñotherò drawing beauty out of us is 

not really all that far fetched. Those of you who have taken, or are taking care of an aging, or infirm parent, 

or relative may not have noticed the change this has wrought in you. You would not stand in front of a mir-

ror and say; ñYou know Iôve actually grown into a decent person, one who can place the needs of others in 

front of my own. I think Iôve finally grown up.ò You most certainly would not say it, but the people around 

you can see it in you. 

      This is a rather drastic example, but it illustrates well the fact sometimes our love and caring for and our 

feelings of responsibility towards another person in our lives can cause us to grow and flower. We should 

never underestimate the power of an ñotherò. 

     Recently, a memory from when our kids were much younger popped into my head. In it, I was feeling 

guilty about not holding up my end of the bargain on this family thing. I had been in and out of town the 

previous week and was facing another such week, the kids were going stir crazy from being cooped up in 

the house and the ex-wife was looking ragged from keeping the house going all by herself. I found myself 

with a free afternoon and the sun was shining, so, even though our two year old was looking like he would 

be going down for a nap pretty soon, I bullied us all out of the house to go to the park. 

   Sure enough, Ethan fell asleep on the way. My wife had to stay in the car with him (I was hoping she 

could manage a nap for herself too), so I was left with the two other kids. In trying to cater to their enjoy-

ment of the day, I made the mistake of unloading a bicycle we had brought. This left me in the dubious po-

sition of having one kid on a bicycle at one end of the park and one kid in a sanded play area at the other 

end of the park. It is a huge park. I set myself in the middle of the two areas and tried my best to keep my  

eyes on both of them

After some thirty minutes or so, our eldest, Brandon, who was having his turn on the bicycle, called me 

over. He was holding a large piece of broken glass and he asked me what he should do with it. Now, I had 

seen some other pieces of this same huge, broken wine bottle when we first arrived at the park and had 

done nothing about it, as I was more concerned with getting the two kids to set up and play. It dawned on 

me that the direct question of what to do with that piece of glass was actually a much larger question 

something like; ñDad, what should anyone do if they see glass in a public play area with kids running 

around who may get hurt?ò I called our next eldest, Justin over from the sanded area and over the course 

of the next twenty minutes or so, all three of us wound up picking up the glass as best as we could.  

   I am not relaying this story to you because I think I am a great guy. As I already mentioned, I had the 

opportunity to do the right thing, when we first arrived at the park. (Those of you who know me well 

know I can be as negligent as anyone else) Rather, with my son standing right in front of my face asking 

me in no uncertain terms to show him how people should act in this situation, I could do nothing else but 

pick up the glass. 

   My feelings of love, caring and responsibility I feel towards him and the high hopes and ideals I hold for 

him on his journey to becoming a mature, fully realized human creature, caused me, for that briefest of 

moments, to flower into a person who is able to think he might have finally relayed something of  

importance to his son. This is the power of an ñotherò in our lives. Simply through the feelings of  

devotion and responsibility we hold towards this ñotherò, we can sometimes go beyond our more childish 

self-centred natures.

Here is a Japanese saying, KIKU WA ICHIJI NO HAJI, KIKAZARU WA MATSUDAI NO HAJI  

                                          (Asking a question is of momentary embarrassment. Not asking is a lifetime  shame.) 

 

Many years ago an older Nisei lady came to me and asked, ñWhat is Namoamidabutsu?ò 

Her story goes that she was born in the West Coast and told to go to Sunday School when she was very young. Although she 

hated the long chanting of Shoshinge every Sunday, she enjoyed meeting and playing with her friends. During the war her family 

was relocated to the interior and then moved to Ontario. Eventually she worked, married and raised her children, but also lost her 

husband along the way. Then she found a Buddhist Temple near her home and started coming to Sunday Services. She had been 

reciting Namoamidabutsu over 60 years, but one day she asked herself seriously, ñWhat is it that I am reciting?ò  To her surprise 

she couldnôt answer this question. She was very honest with herself and also had the courage to finally ask this fundamental ques-

tion.  

NAMO is my self, AMIDA is Amida Buddha, BUTSU is Buddha. Therefore, simply speaking, ñNamo Amida Butsuò is when I 

meet Amida Buddha and I eventually become a Buddha. 

As you know, Buddhism is the Buddhaôs teaching and it is the teaching for everyone to become a Buddha. This is the fundamen-

tal character of our religion. There are many ways to become a Buddha, such as Shingon, Nichiren, Tibetan, and Zen. We follow 

the Jodo Shinshu way that is Namoamidabutsu shown by Shinran Shonin. Jodo Shinshu begins with Namoamidabutsu and ends 

with Namoamidabutsu. It is so simple, yet very difficult way for ordinary persons like us to realize. It is like air. Do you really 

appreciate the existence of the air you breathe every day? If you do, you are a Buddha. Like air, we are within Amida Buddha 

every day, yet there are many obstacles and challenges within ourselves to prevent us from appreciating it.  

This is why we need Namoamidabutsu until the last breath of life.
